Abstract:

This research aims to test the relationship of association and influence between the strategic
alliance from the perspective of Iraq and the alliances of other countries in the region. The
research problem was embodied in the extent of the impact of the importance of the Iraqi
strategic alliance on the success and building of relations between the countries of the region.
The research used a questionnaire as a tool for collecting data, as (100) forms were distributed to
a sample of professors specializing in politics from the College of Political Science at the
University of Kufa. The research used a set of statistical measures to verify the validity of the
research hypotheses. The research reached several results, the most important of which was that
the strategic alliance is the most important variable in forming alliances between the countries of
the region. This reflects the study sample’s agreement on the role of the strategic alliance as a
major element in determining relations between countries, which highlights its great impact in
building regional cooperation and achieving common goals. The study showed the existence of a
statistically significant correlation between the dimensions of the strategic alliance and the
success of alliances between the countries of the region at a significant level (0.05), which means
that the strategic alliance directly affects the success of these alliances. This indicates that
developing these dimensions is a crucial factor in achieving the goals of regional cooperation
and enhancing stability in the region. The study also found a statistically significant impact of
the dimensions of the strategic alliance on the success of alliances between countries in the
region. This indicates that the strategic alliance's impact is not limited to good relations between
countries, but rather contributes significantly to ensuring the success of these alliances at the
political and economic levels. The study also produced a number of appropriate and important
recommendations.
